B. COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Spanish 2102 is an Intermediate II Spanish Language course designed to strengthen 

language skills and develop a more complex cultural competency. SPAN 2102 is a continuation of SPAN 2101 and 
takes a more complex communicative approach to reading, writing, listening, and speaking Spanish. Short literary 
forms (poetry, drama, music, film from Spain and the Americas) and other authentic texts form the basis for 
language interpretation, development, and practice. CLEP exam or 4 years of High School Spanish my substitute 
for SPAN 2101 prerequisite.
